Deck railings are shown coming down from
the prow to far Stage Right and Left. No water is visible. There are a few white
ventilator funnels on stage to indicate something of the ship’s structural detail.

Lights come up on the Bridge: a drop in two. The Bridge is represented
by a dark-hued bulkhead as viewed from the interior of the room. There is a row
of classic round portholes spaced evenly at eye level across the width of the drop.
We do not see through the portholes. The area of the drop above what would be
the ceiling of the Bridge room shows only a neutral blue sky. Proportions should
emphasize that there isn't much headroom in the enclosed working areqs of the
ship; they all represent a modular space, one deck in height.

A helm with its wheel a practical prop is conspwuously posztwned Downstage
Left. In the dinlogue for Bridge scenes, now and later, the actors make use of a
binnacle, ship's telephone, ship’s telegraph, a map table and message board.
‘These need not be practical properties. .
